1. You must log on to MISIS (Middlesex Integrated Student Information System) first and register – this will take you no longer than 5 minutes.  The MISIS (pin) password is your date of birth in the form of ddmmyy.  Once you’ve completed the MISIS registration, you’ll be able to access all the other systems (OASIS Plus, UK E-Mail, Athens).  Failing to register will mean that your record might be deleted by the system, and thus you will be unable to attend exams, access your study material, use the library, e-mail or any other system.
2. Once you have completed the MISIS registration, do not log out as you will need to find out what your UK E-Mail user ID is (the same username and password you will use to long on to Athens).  Click on the Personal Information menu followed by View E-Mail Address inside MISIS to find out your e-mail.  The email address should be in the form of AB123@live.mdx.ac.uk for instance (first name initial, last name initial, followed by a number).  Please write it down in the table below.
3. OASIS Plus is actually the WebCT system or the database with the learning materials such as the power point slides, online quizzes, etc.  The modules that you are undertaking in the current semester will be shown.
4. Students should use the UK E-Mail to communicate with fellow students and staff members.  When you first log in, you will be asked to change your password (please use upper case letters and numbers when creating a new password).  Athens is a portal to a collection of electronic databases (EBSCO Host, Nexus, etc) which are very useful for research.
